Who we are

Ajmer Vidyut Vitran Nigam Ltd, (AJMER DISCOM) has been established under
the Companies Act, 1956 by Govt. of Rajasthan. The Ajmer Discom has been created
with the principal object of engaging in the business of distribution and supply of
electricity in 11 districts of Rajasthan, namely Ajmer, Bhilwara, Nagaur, Sikar,
Jhunjhunu, Udaipur, Banswara, Chittorgarh, Rajsamand, Doongarpur and Pratapgarh.
The area of operation of Ajmer Discom is 87256 sg. km. And the population in this area
is 198 lacs as per 2001 census. The power supply in the Ajmer Discom is managed by 9
distribution circles i.e. Ajmer, Bhilwara, Nagaur, Udaipur, Chittorgarh, Banswara,
Sikar, Rajsamand & Jhunjhunu, 34 Executive Engineers, 151 Assistant Engineers, 2 Nos.

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Civil Wing
Superintending Engineer

An Office for Civil works has been created under the administrative control of

Superintending Engineer, who is responsible for all the Civil constraction activities of
Ajmer Discom. The Superintending Engineer co-ordinates and supervises the activities of
divisions employed on constructions and/ or maintainence work. He maintains close
liaison with the offices of the Zonal Chief Engineer and Dy. Chief Engineer concerned in
regard to works and all technical/ administrative matters. Without prejudice to the general
positions stated above the Superintending Engineer performs the following functions:-

The Superintending Engineer inspects the state of the various works — within
AVVNL and satisfy himself that the system of management prevailing is
efficient and economical that different articles in stock are duly verified
according to the rules laid down, and that there is no accumulation of stock in
any division beyond its requirements. He should record the results of his
inspection of the works in writing as frequently as considered necessary and
ensure that the defects pointed out on each occasion are promptly rectified in
respect of contracts estimated to cost Rs. 20 Lac and above.

He will also inspect the divisional the divisional offices under him at least
once a year, and will forward for the information of the Additional Chief
Engineer/ Chief Engineer reports of his inspections in the forms prescribed by
Chief Engineer in the Manual of orders of otherwise detailing therein the
results of his examination of initial accounts, Accounts of stock, tools and
plant stock manufacture, register of works, and other divisional accounts and
papers, mode of preparation of Estimates, contract agreements, contractors
accounts, revenue registers and office work generally. He is also required to
satisfy himself from time to time to that the staff employed in each division is
actually necessary and adequate for its management.

He will further see that the authorized system of accounts is maintained
throughout his circle and examine the books of Divisional Officers and their
subordinates and see that matters relating to the primary accounts are attended
to personally by the Divisional and Sub Divisional Officers and that the
accounts fairly represent the progress of each work. He will examine the
register of works so as keep a vigilant watch over the rates of work, and when
he considers it necessary, he may require a Divisional Officer to report to him
monthly or at longer intervals, on a work slip in Form R.P.W.A 39 the total
expenditure to date under each sub-head of a work, in contrast with the
sanctioned estimates. It will thus be seen that it rests with the Suptg. Engineer
to investigate excesses over sub head with a view to decide whether or not
revised estimate will be required, for the work. When a revised estimate is
required it will also devolve on the Superintending Engineer to see that it is
submitted in due time to the sanctioning authority. He is also responsible to
see that no delay is allowed to occur in the submission of completion reports.
Superintending Engineer will ensure that the Basis Schedule of rates is
prepared in scientific manner according to standard engineering practices and
current market rates; will keep detailed analysis of every item, before

sanctioning/ revising B.S.R. for his circle, keeping in view instructions in his
regard received from the Dy. Chief Engineer or the Chief Engineer (see Rules
14 and 19).

The Suptg. Engineer is to see that at least the minimum scale of check
measurements prescribed for various types of works are exercised by Sub
Divisional Officer, Divisional Officer.

The Suptg. Engineer is also responsible that no delay is allowed to occur in
the submission of revised estimates and completion reports and drawings.

The Superintending Engineer will record his note of inspection on the Site
Order Book and ensure compliance of his observations. The Suptg. Engineer
will generally ensure during his inspections that the materials shown as
consumed in the works correspond to the quantities of the physical progress of
works as per approved departmental formulae or as laid down in the approved
analysis of rates of items and that the material at site accounts maintained at
the site inspected depict true position of receipts, issues (Consumption), Book
Balance, physical Balance and Disposal of Unused/ Surplus Stores.
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The Work of the MM wing are as below:

Principally MM wing is responsible for effective management of material to the
field officer.

1. The requirement of coming financial year are assessed on the basis of the
approved plan and schemes to be the implemented next year

2. NIT for purchase of so assessed material are floated in news paper.

3. The cases for purchase of above material are processed and finalized
through the competent agency and PO are issued to firms.

4. The material received through above purchase order are consigned to the
required field office.

5. On competition of the supply the cases are closed after due recovery on

account of damages and shortage.

In order to ensure healthy operation and functioning of the Nigam, it is utmost

necessary to have effective Vigilance wing to control pilferage of energy. The Discom
have their own Vigilance Wing, which comprises of Addl. S.P. (Vig.), XENs (Vig.),
AENSs (Vig.), Dy.S.P (Vig.) & Other Police Staff.
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The Vigilance wing came into being in earstwhile RSEB in 1974 to prevent large
scale energy theft in the State. In erstwhile RSEB, the Vigilance Wing was headed by an
IPS Officers designated at Director (Security & Vigilance) and assisted by the Police
Officer and Technical Officer. The main job of these Vigilance Officers is to conduct
raids, assist O&M Officers in prevention of energy theft and other irregularities.

With the unbundling of the Board (Earstwhile RSEB) in to 5 companies on 19
July, 2000, Ajmer Discom came in to being as one Distribution Company in the State
besides two other Distribution companies namely Jaipur & Jodhpur Discom. The
Vigilance Dept. in the Ajmer Discom currently being headed by a RPS Officer of the
selection /senior scale with the nomenclature as Addl. S.P. (Vig.), who is being assisted
by the Police & Technical Vigilance Officers to carry out the following functions:-

(1) Collection of the intelligence regarding pilferage of electricity.

(2) Coordination in Vigilance Checking with (O&M) Officer and conducting raids to
unearth thefts, pilferage etc. of electricity.

(3) To enquire into complaints regarding corruption, embezzlement and loss to
Department with the connivance of the officials.

(4) Any other activity ordered by the Management.

After enactment of the Electricity Act. 2003, the State Govt. vide its notification
dt. 21+ Feb. 2006, notified the creation of 34 Anti Power Theft Police Station in 3 Discom
to deal with the offence under the provisions of said act. Out of these 34 APTSs, 11
APTPSs, notified for Ajmer Discom. At present 10 APTPSs are functioning and 1
APTPSs is likely to be opened shortly in Pratapgarh Distt.

Powers & Duties :-

Vigilance wing of the Discom functions under the Superintendence, directions
and control of the MD, Ajmer Discom. The wing is headed by the Addl. S.P.(Vig.) at
Corporate level. The Addl. S.P.(Vig.) exercises administrative and functionary control
over the Vigilance & Police Officers at Corporate level, whereas the functionary control
over Vigilance Officers is exercised by the respective Circle SE(O&M)/Zonal C.E’s. at
Circle/Zone level.

The assigned tasks to the Addl. S.P.(Vig.) are as under:-

Q) Vigilance Anti evasion work and provide all related information to the
management.

(i)  Taking initiatives in identifying areas of electricity pilferage & preparation of
action plans for containing such pilferage and ensure its execution for reduction in
T&D losses and increasing the revenue of Discom.

b. Conducting enquires into the complaints of corruption, briefly, favoritism,
misappropriation of funds and misuse of official position as received from
the Public/Management.

C. Monitoring the Vigilance checking activities conducted by the Vigilance
Officers of Discom, collection and compilation of the monthly progress
report thereof in the prescribed format for submission to the MD. The
information contains the data of No. of cases checked, theft cases detected,
assessment of revenue, realization made with reference to the prescribed
monthly targets and complaints filed in the special courts & FIR lodged in
APTPSs.

d. Exercising effective supervision over APTPSs and Monitoring the
progress of investment and prosecution of the cases registered in APTPSs.

The assigned tasks to the Vigilance Officers [ XENs (Vig.)JAENSs (Vig.)] :-

i. Conducting Vigilance Checking for detection of energy theft/malpractices in
their respective/assigned jurisdiction and ensuring the logical conclusion in
each VCR by way of recovering the compounding/assessed amount, otherwise
filling of complaint (g¥x7m=) in special court/lodging of FIR in APTPS in their
respective jurisdiction.

1. INTRODUCTORY:

The Annual Financial Statement (Budget Estimates) of Ajmer Discom showing
the estimated Income and Expenditure on Revenue Account and Receipt and Expenditure
on Capital Account for the Year 2010-11 is presented. The statement also shows Revised
Estimates for the Year 2009-10.

Pursuant to the provisions of Electricity Act, 2003, business activities of the
distribution companies have been enlarged w.e.f. 1-4-2004. The distribution companies
besides carrying out the retail distribution of electricity of the various categories of
consumers are now also required to procure power directly from CPSUs, RVPN
(partnership projects), RVUN and others. In order to procure the power from the above-
mentioned agencies, centralized cell, in the name of Rajasthan Power Procurement Cell
(RPPC) now renamed as Rajasthan Discoms Power Procurement Cell (RDPPC) has been
established at Jaipur. RDPPC is making direct contracting with the various power supply
agencies and making the payment on behalf of the Rajasthan’s three distribution
companies including Ajmer Discom. The energy so procured is allocated in Jaipur
Discom, Ajmer Discom and Jodhpur Discom, in the ratio of 36:36:28 respectively up to
Aug. 09 and in 38:31:31 thereafter (w.e.f. 01.09.09). Like previous year the budget
estimates for the current financial year (FY’10) and the following financial year (FY’11)
includes bulk power purchases from the aforesaid power supply agencies in addition to
revenue account for sale of power.

As per Revised Estimates 2009-10, the gross power purchase and net availability
of energy for sale has been estimated at 13121.55 MU and 8554.07 MU respectively. The
gross Power purchase of 13121.55 MU is after adjusting the Inter Discom sale. Net
Availability of energy has been worked out assuming distribution losses at 30.50% and
Transmission Losses at 6.20% as against the estimated distribution losses of 25.00% and
transmission loss of 5.81%. Transmission losses are showing increase apparently due to
bilateral Power Purchase from distance regions viz. western and southern. The increase in
the distribution losses is mainly due to failure of monsoon in the Discom’s jurisdiction
there by necessitating extra power purchase.

Release of all new agriculture connections in 2009-10 have been taken on metered
supply basis in the view of RERC directions.

Income from sale of power has been estimated as Rs. 2886.26 Crore, as against
the original estimate of Rs. 2873.11 Crore. Miscellaneous Revenue is estimated to be Rs.
24.28 Crore as against the original estimates of Rs. 27.81 Crore, and Rebate for prompt
payment and incentives is estimated to be Rs. 42.25 Crore against the original estimate of
Rs. 15.00 Crore.

EXPENDITURE:

The Revised Budget Estimates 2009-10 reflect an increase of Rs. 1661.76 Crore
in expenditure over Budget Estimates 2009-10.

Due to increase in power purchase cost, the total expenditure is increasing. Power

purchase cost has increased by Rs. 1152.48 Crore. The Administrative and General
Expenditure slightly increased by Rs. 8.07 Crore in comparison to BE 2009-10.
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There is an increase of Rs. 172.75 Crore in employees cost. As per the meeting of
Director (Finance) of all the Five Power Sector Companies out of a provisions of Rs.
5000 Crore towards Superannuation and Gratuity Fund, the share of AVVNL comes to
Rs. 1050 Crore upto 31.03.2010 pending actuarial valuation. A provision of Rs. 376.66
Crore is being provided in RBE 2009-10. A sum of Rs. 0.60 Crore attributes to 6™ Pay
Commission for the year towards Arrear.

SURPLUS / DEFICIT:

As against the deficit of Rs. 2184.48 Crore in Budget Estimates 2009-10, the
Revised Estimates 2009-10 depicts a deficit of Rs. 3833.08 Crore i.e., a increase of Rs.
1648.61 Crore as compared to original estimates.

Increase is mainly due to increase in power purchase cost of Rs. 1152.48 Crore
(Rs. 4766.19 Crore as compared to original Rs. 3613.71 Crore). The distribution loss is
estimated to be 30.50% as against 25.00% in Budget Estimates.

Also, there is an increase in employees cost by Rs. 172.75 Crore on account of
impact of annual increments, increase in DA rates and Provision for Superannuation
fund.

The high Distribution loss level arose mainly on account of:

a) More consumption by Agriculture Flat consumers due to failure of monsoon.

b) The trend of big Industrial consumers to set up their own captive power plants
and also to go in for open access is reducing their consumption. Energy sales
for large industrial consumer alone has decrease by 318.42 MU in RBE 2009-
10 from 2212.39 MU as was taken in BE 2009-10. This has adversely affected
the consumer mix.

c) Adversity of Monsoon Rains
